Comparing emissions for 2021 to the base year, we can see a slight
increase in scope 1 and emissions 2. Total Scope 1 and 2 emissions
increased by 2.62%. The slight increase in Scope 1 and 2 emissions was due
to higher electrolytic copper production. Comparing the greenhouse gas
emissions indicator we can however see a slight decrease in emissions
intensity despite the increase in electrolytic copper production.
